Location Requirements

Observe all governing codes and ordinances.

Have a qualified technician install the range hood. It is the
installer's responsibility to comply with installation clearances
specified on the model/serial/rating plate. The model/serial/ rating
plate is located behind the left filter on the rear wall of the vent
hood.



Canopy hood location should be away from strong draft areas,
such as windows, doors, and strong heating vents.

Cabinet opening dimensions that are shown must be used. Given
dimensions provide minimum clearance.

This range hood is recommended for use with cooktops with a
maximum total rating of 60,000 BTUs or less.

Grounded electrical outlet is required. See "Electrical
Requirements" section.

The canopy hood is factory set for venting through the roof or
wall. For non-vented (recirculating) installation, see "For
nonvented (recirculating) installation only" in the "Connect Vent
System" section. Recirculation Kit is available from your dealer or
an authorized parts distributor. See "Assistance or Service"
section to order.

All openings in ceiling and wall where canopy hood will be
installed must be sealed.

The installation of this range hood must conform to the
Manufactured Home Construction Safety Standards, Title 24 CFR,
Part 328 (formerly the Federal Standard for Mobile Home

NOTE: The range hood chimneys are adjustable and designed to
meet varying ceiling or soffit heights, depending on the distance
"X" between the bottom of the range hood and the cooking
surface. For higher ceilings, a Stainless Steel Chimney Extension
Kit is available from your dealer or an authorized parts distributor.
See "Assistance or Service" section to order. The chimney
extension replaces the upper chimney shipped with the range



hood.

Venting Requirements

(vented models only)

Vent system must terminate to the outdoors except for non-
vented (recirculating) installations.

Do not terminate the vent system in an attic or other enclosed
area.

Do not use 4" (10.2 cm) laundry-type wall cap.

Use metal vent only. Rigid metal vent is recommended. Plastic
or metal foil vent is not recommended.

The length of vent system and number of elbows should be
kept to a minimum to provide efficient performance.

For the Most Efficient and Quiet Operation:

Use no more than three 90° elbows.

Make sure there is a minimum of 24" (61 cm) of straight vent
between the elbows if more than 1 elbow is used.

Do not install 2 elbows together.

Use clamps to seal all joints in the vent system.

The vent system must have a damper. If the roof or wall cap
has a damper, do not use the damper supplied with the range



hood.

Use caulking to seal exterior wall or roof opening around the
cap.

The size of the vent should be uniform.

Cold Weather Installations
An additional back draft damper should be installed to minimize
backward cold air flow and a thermal break should be installed to
minimize conduction of outside temperatures as part of the vent
system. The damper should be on the cold air side of the thermal
break.
The break should be as close as possible to where the vent
system enters the heated portion of the house.

Makeup Air
Local building codes may require the use of makeup air systems
when using ventilation systems greater than specified CFM of air
movement. The specified CFM varies from locale to locale.
Consult your HVAC professional for specific requirements in your
area.

Venting Methods

This canopy hood is factory set for venting through the roof or
wall.
A 6" (15.2 cm) round vent system is needed for installation (not
included). The hood exhaust opening is 6" (15.2 cm) round.

NOTE: Flexible vent is not recommended. Flexible vent creates
back pressure and air turbulence that greatly reduce



performance.

Vent system can terminate either through the roof or wall.
To vent through a wall, a 90° elbow is needed.

Rear Discharge
A 90° elbow may be installed immediately above the hood.

For Non-Vented (Recirculating) Installations
If it is not possible to vent cooking fumes and vapors to the
outside, the hood can be used in the non-vented (recirculating)
version, fitting a charcoal filter and the deflector. Fumes and
vapors are recycled through the top grille. See the "Assistance or
Service" section for information on ordering.

The ducting from this fan to the outside of the building has a
strong effect on the air flow, noise and energy use of the fan. Use
the shortest, straightest duct routing possible for best
performance, and avoid installing the fan with smaller ducts than
recommended.

Insulation around the ducts can reduce energy loss and inhibit
mold growth. Fans installed with existing ducts may not achieve
their rated airflow.

Ensure duct joints and exterior penetrations are sealed with caulk
or other similar material to create an air-tight path and to
minimize building heat loss and gain and reduce the potential for
condensation.

Calculating Vent System Length

To calculate the length of the system you need, add the
equivalent feet (meters) for each vent piece used in the system.

45° elbow 2.5 ft (0.8 m)



90° elbow 5 ft (1.5 m)

Maximum equivalent vent length is 35 ft (10.7 m).

PRODUCT USE

The range hood is designed to remove smoke, cooking vapors,
and odors from the cooktop area. For best results, start the hood
before cooking and allow it to operate several minutes after the
cooking is complete to clear all smoke and odors from the
kitchen. The hood controls are located on the front side of the
canopy.

PRODUCT CARE

Clean the hood and grease filters frequently according to the
following instructions. Replace grease filters before operating
hood.

Exterior Surfaces

To avoid damage to the exterior surface, do not use steel wool or
soap-filled scouring pads.
Always wipe dry to avoid water marks.

Cleaning Method:

Liquid detergent soap and water, or all-purpose cleanser

Wipe with damp soft cloth or nonabrasive sponge, and then
rinse with clean water and wipe dry.

Replacing a LED Lamp

Turn off the range hood and allow the LED lamp to cool. To avoid
damage or decreasing the life of the new bulb, do not touch bulb
with bare fingers. Replace bulb, using tissue or wearing cotton
gloves to handle bulb. Replace it with an appropriate Energy Star
Compliant Lamp, 120 V~, 7.5 W maximum, LED bulb with a GU10
base.

If new lamps do not operate, make sure the bulbs are inserted
correctly before calling service.

Push up on the lens and turn it counterclockwise.2.

Remove the bulb and replace it with a 120 V~, 7.5 W3.
maximum LED bulb with a GU10 base. Turn it clockwise to
lock it into place.
